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There is a crossroad that you need to start
looking at today to follow. One path leads to
Heaven and the other path leads to the Devil’s
Hell. You need to make sure that you are on the
right road leading to Heaven.

God is telling you that you need to follow him,
but he says while he can be found. What does
that mean? There may be a time where God’s

grace runs out on you. You have to call on him
while he is near.

There are only a few people that go to Heaven.
Jesus made it clear. It’s a narrow gate and only a
few go through it. Make sure that you are on the
right path.

Ecclesiastes 3:11 “He has made everything
beautiful in its time. He has also set eternity in
the human heart; yet no one can fathom what
God has done from beginning to end.”

Satan always counterfeits God’s plan.
Everything that God calls good, Satan
counterfeits. Satan makes everything look easy
and attractive.

There are false teachers, false prophets,
preachers, and churches. So many pastors are in
the ministry for money. If you wanna be a
pastor, don’t get into it expecting money, get
into it for the Lord (2 Corinthians 11:14). Satan
was the most beautiful angel. Today, he will
come to you with the most attractive
temptations but it's from the Devil. The devilis a
trickster and even false apostles can transform
themselves into apostles of Christ (2
Corinthians 11:13).

Isaiah 55:6 “Seek ye the Lord while he may be
found, call ye upon him while he is near”

Matthew 7:7 “Ask, and it shall be given you; seek,
and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened
unto you”

Matthew 7:13-14 “Enter through the narrow
gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road
that leads to destruction, and many enter
through it. But small is the gate and narrow the
road that leads to life, and only a few find it.”

Hebrews 9:27 “And as it is appointed unto men
once to die, but after this the judgment”

Matthew 7:15 “Beware of false prophets, which
come to you in sheep's clothing but inwardly
they are ravening wolves.”

2 Cor 11:13-14 "For such are false apostles,
deceitful workers, transforming themselves into
the apostles of Christ. And no marvel; for Satan
himself is transformed into an angel of light."



There’re two foundations: sinking sand and the
solid rock. Build your house on the rock. The
rock is Jesus Christ. Build your life on God.

Satan is the Gatekeeper of the wide gate. If you
want to go to Hell, you go through a wide gate.
The big wide gate, where everyone is going,
leads to Hell. The roadway to Hell is full of good
intentions, good works and procrinations. All
that good doesn’t get you to Heaven. People put
off getting saved. But let me tell you, your life is
not promised. You don’t know when you are
gonna die so you need to be saved while you are
still alive.

Jesus is the Gatekeeper of the straight gate.
Jesus said narrow is the path to Heaven. He is
the one that is telling you to stay with him to get
into Heaven. There was a woman named Lydia in
the Bible that got saved when Paul came and
preached to her. She even started a church in
her own home. She went through the straight
gate.

Some people just come to hear the word of God
and no response. Sometimes, God saves us
decause we cannot call on anyone else.

The wide gate is the wrong gate. God doesn’t
send anyone to Hell. Everybody that goes to
Hell chooses it on their own accord.

Everybody wants a Christian life. You have to
suffer for the name of Christ. You can’t get
saved by unbelieving. You can’t get saved
through money. We need to go back to serving
for the Lord and sacrificing for Him. ABCs of
Salvation.

Admit that you are a sinner.

Commit your life to him.
